Textbook/Materials:   For this class you need the following: Calculus, An Applied Approach, Sixth Edition, by Larson and Edwards, a TI-83 graphing calculator, internet access, and a notebook.
Expectations:   Basically I expect you to behave as responsible young adults. I want you to respect many things affiliated with this class, most notably: please respect your fellow students, your teacher, your work in and out of class, your deadlines, and yourself.  Give your best effort and you will succeed in this class.   
Integrity:   Quite simply, display unquestioned integrity.  Show up with your own work completed.  During tests and quizzes, keep your eyes on your own paper.  Any instances of dishonest work will be dealt with according to the school’s policy on integrity.
Attendance and Lateness:   Skipping class and showing up late are irresponsible tendencies.  This would clearly be a violation of the fore-mentioned expectations.  If you know you are going to be absent (i.e. wedding, math competition, etc.), please let me know in advance so we can keep you on pace with the rest of the class.  If you miss class unexpectedly, please try to find me before the next class meeting on the day you return to school.  You are responsible for getting the notes and keeping up with the class during all absentia.
Homework:   You will have homework on a nightly basis where you will be expected to practice skills learned in class and explore ideas that we will cover in the future.  Homework will be graded a couple of times per cycle on a scale of 0 to 3 points.
Course Website:   This class has a website on the Newton Country Day School intranet site.  You are expected to use the website to check your solutions to homework problems on a nightly basis.  There is also a “Problem of the Week” section where you can further stretch your mind.  The “url” for this site will be emailed to you.
Assessments:   You will be assessed on 60-point tests and 10-point quizzes.  Tests occur about every four weeks and generally cover a chapter of material.  Quizzes are short and unannounced and usually reward homework diligence.  We will end the year with an independent project involving volume.
Grading:   Your grade for each trimester will be based on a “point” system.  Scores on tests (60 possible points), quizzes (10), and homework (3) will be added up and then divided by the total possible points to determine your average.  Additionally a subjective 5% will be based on your effort, participation, and attitude.
