● done thru censorship
- Censorship: the practice of limiting the public’s information, communication, or travel 

THESIS: The 16th through 18th century rulers of China and Japan used the media as a tool to exercise power over their own and foreign people to maintain power.

I BODY PARAGRAPH:

Tokugawa Shogunate 

● Censorship within country:


-LAWS GOVERNING THE MILITARY HOUSEHOLDS:


-issued by Hidetada (Tokugawa) in 1616


- (5) “henceforth no outsider, none but the inhabitance of a particular domain, shall be permitted to reside in that domain.” –limiting travel/sharing of information

● Censorship internationally:  
 ●at first welcomed European traders

-limited & closely regulated but welcomed trade between 2, espec Portuguese


( Japanese using firearms within 30 years of first Ports in 1543 (theme 2)


-then came missionaries ( common people converted, elite did not (theme 6)

● Conversion ( diversity (theme 3) and suspicion( (1614) banning of Christianity 


-executed missionaries, forced Japanese to prove Buddhism

-issued many decrees limiting 

●to prevent resurfacing:


-issued decrees “curtailing” trade with Euro (1633-1639) 


-only Euros allowed to stay: Dutch isolated on island in Nagasaki harbor 

●censorship in Japan to: 

-limit knowledge going in or out of country

-stop the forming of rebellions or powerful leaders

-prevent Euros from settling there

II BODY PARAGRAPH:

Ming Dynasty
●Would not allow Portuguese to enter at all

-Ports arrived 1513 not permitted to trade


-1517 Ports embassy stuck in “Chinese protocol & procrastination”


 -1522 Ports expelled from China 


( 1557 granted right to trade from Macao ( Spain trade based in Manila in Philippines 
● VOC (Dutch East India) gained favor thru kowtow and acknowledging moral superiority 
● Missionaries came w/ Ports and Spanish


-Franciscans & Dominicans worked from bottom of society


-Jesuits worked on elite ( far more successful, until 18th cent 

● Attempted censorship thru complete isolation ( eventually turned around completely

III BODY PARAGRAPH

Qing Dynasty

● Encouraged foreign trade:

- “repaired roads and waterworks, lowered transit taxes, mandated comparatively low rents and interest rates, and established economic incentives for resettling areas devastated by peasant rebellions.” –pg. 441 

● BUT STRICT REGULATIONS ON TRADE AND INTERACTION:


-“Eight Regulations” issued in 1760


-censors interaction between foreigners and Chinese, men, women, and gov officials


-regulates when and where foreigners can go


-prohibits foreigners from learning Chinese 


-forces foreigners to leave after trading season

● Rules made to restrict foreigners from settling w/ Chinese or other or forming/plotting a following or rebellion 
( Allowed for Chinese prosperity, while maintaining strict control
