	Mini Research for the Russian Revolution:  hunt through pp 886-891 to find answers to the following questions:

1. How did Russia’s lack of industrialization affect military performance and government stability?
2. Think of the role that food shortages and high food prices had in the beginning of the French Revolution.  What role did food prices (and the availability of basic goods) play in the Russian Revolution?  What did Lenin offer the hungry, war-weary, poor people of Russia that led them to support him and his vision? Bullet out a paired ID for this.
3. What were three of the strategies employed by Lenin and the Bolsheviks to institutionalize (create institutions for and establish as the new regime) the Russian Revolution? (890-891)

For the next set of questions, hunt through the section on The Middle East (904-912) for the answers to your questions.
4. How do the strategies of the Young Turks relate to the pattern that states “it is easier to control a territory that is uniform”?
5. Look up Hussein ibn-Ali and Faisal (both Arab leaders).  For what reasons (hint: think raw materials) would the British support these men’s ambitions to create independent Arab kingdoms?  What “strings” were attached and how might this affect 21st-century Arab attitudes towards “the West”?
6. In what ways is the Sykes-Picot Agreement of 1916 similar to the Berlin Conference of 1884-1885?

7. Reflection and Prediction:  What attitudes towards “the West” might have been catalyzed by the British and French reactions to Syrian and Iraqi declarations of independence?

8. Think of the conversations we’ve had about rulers’ strategies for gaining power over diverse populations.  What strategies did Mustafa Kemal (Atatürk) employ to establish and consolidate modern Turkey?  How can these strategies be viewed in light of “adapting and adopting knowledge and technology”?

9. What “foreign pressures” prompted the leaders of Turkey, Iran, and Afghanistan to modernize and westernize (or at least try to) their countries?  What did they hope the outcome of this modernization and westernization would be?  Why was Turkey more successful than Iran and Afghanistan?  How might these attempts influence Turkish, Iranian, and Afghan peoples’ attitudes towards “the West”?
