How to Write a Historical Definition
Goals:

a.
to develop a common and precise language with which to discuss history



b.
to ensure that the term becomes an "active" part of your historical vocabulary through using it in historically appropriate sentences



c.
to demonstrate your understanding of the significance of the term to the historical material in the course

A historical definition has two parts, each written in a separate and complete sentence.  A complete historical definition contains two sentences, to be graded on the basis of accuracy, completeness and style. Total points: 5.

1. The Definition Sentence (2 points). 

The definition may be found in the glossary of your textbook. Also see your dictionary for a more complete definition. Your task is to write a definition in ONE complete sentence, containing the term.

2. The Historically Relevant Sentence (3 points).

Your task is to write ONE complete sentence which demonstrates your understanding of the relevance of the term to the history currently being studied. Be sure to include specific information (location, dates, relevant people/events) in your "HR" sentence.

Note: A term to be defined is underlined on your Syllabus to distinguish it from an "historical identification."
Sample Historical Definition: revolution
A revolution is a total or radical change in philosophy, society or economy--or all of these--often by violent means. The 1789 French Revolution ousted King Louis XVI, ended the feudal system, and brought lasting change and inspiration to Europe. 
How To Write a Paired Historical Identification

Goals:

a.
to focus on and identify the relationships between important historical figures and events



b.
to communicate those relationships clearly in a written format



c.
to explain the importance (or significance) of the relationship between the paired items

The paired identification consists of a single paragraph which clearly demonstrates the relationship between a pair of terms which are somehow historically linked. There is no one way in which the link appears. It could be two people fighting for the same cause. It could be two events which led to the same results. Or two events which happened in the same place (for example, the assassination of Francis Ferdinand and the 1995 crisis in Bosnia). A paired ID is always, somehow, an analogy. 

Because the paired ID requires the logical putting together of historical facts, it is a step in the development of evidence necessary to good essay work. Because your task is to establish the historical connection (the link) between the paired terms, a paired ID should always be written as one paragraph.
In format, paired IDs consist of one single ID ("who/what", "where", "when", "did what"), then a sentence or transitional phrase called the "LINK" which describes the correct relationship between the IDs, and then the other ID ("who/what", "where", "when", "did what").

The "LINK" or relationship may be:

causal:
one was a cause of the other
(Agricultural Revolution : Industrial Revolution)

temporal:
sequential in time
(Declaration of Independence : Constitution)

illustrative:
one is an example of the other
(Marxism : Lenin)

similar:
one is like the other
(Hitler : Mussolini)

different:
one is different from the other
(Hitler : Gandhi)

The last sentence is a combined "so what"/ "link" which establishes the SIGNIFICANCE" of the relationship between the pair. This part of the Paired ID explains why the relationship between these people or events or ideas is significant in history.
