5. How did FWI accommodate the Junkers’ demands?

6. How might Prussia’s first-rate army have culturally unified and economically strengthened the state?  Think about it, wouldn’t a standing army normally exhaust a state’s financial resources?  What alternative is there – especially knowing that FWI was almost always at peace.

7. How might the Prussian emphasis on obedience and “keeping quiet” have influenced German culture as it developed under the Nazis?

8. What strategy did Ivan III employ to reduce power of boyars and increase his own power?  Any parallels to Henry VIII of England?  

9. What steps did Ivan IV take to consolidate tsarist authority?
10. Please describe the Time of Troubles in terms of dynastic warfare.
11. Describe the tumult that resulted from Nikon’s reforms against the “Old Believers.”  How did this division within the Orthodox Church affect the Church’s power relative to the state?  
12. What did Stenka Razin do and why did his rebellion inspire future generations?

13. What goal motivated Peter the Great and how did he transform the Russian military and economy in order to achieve it?

14. Compare Peter the Great’s residency requirement and merit-based military-civilian bureaucracy to similar strategies employed in other countries we’ve studied.

Reading questions:

1. What were the three main concepts of the Enlightenment?  

2. Who were the skeptics?  

3. What resulted from the growing conflict between science and religion?  How had the Renaissance humanists approached the conflict?  How did exposure to new lands and people from the non-West contribute to a feeling of uncertainty? 

4. How might Descartes have responded to Locke’s idea of “tabula rasa?”  Which view do you find more persuasive?  Or, do you have another view altogether?  Why does the philosophical discussion of human development matter?  

5. What ideas distinguished the “later enlightenment?” 

6. What were the key features and consequences of the transformation in the marketplace of books?  

7. What was a salon, and how did the salons spread the enlightenment?  Historian Jurgen Habermas attributes to the salons a significant role in providing to the Enlightenment a “public sphere” that helped shape national identity.  How might they have done that?  Do you ascribe the same importance to them?  Why or why not?  

8. How have historians gathered data on the “common people” and their experience of this era?  What was the experience for the commoners, generally?  How might a noblewoman have responded to a “bloodsport?”
